The researchers published their findings in the journal
Science. Polar bears, which are top predators, are a
closely—watched species for scientists who are concerned
about the health of Arctic ecosystems. And images of
starving polar bears on iceless lands have gained
international attention. The Arctic is warming about twice as
fast as the rest of the globe.

The researchers think there are a few hundred southeast
Greenland bears, but more research will be needed to
provide a more precise estimate. There are 19 polar bear
subpopulations in the Arctic, and the researchers have
proposed making the southeast Greenland bears the 20
subpopulation. Over years of study and careful observation,
scientists began to notice that bears in southeast Greenland
never seemed to stray too far—rarely venturing away from

“Chickens are very vocal, but the distress call tends to be
louder than the others, and is what we would describe as a
‘pure tonal’ call,” said Alan McElligott, an associate
professor of animal behaviour and welfare at the City
University of Hong Kong. “Even to the untrained ear, it’s
not too difficult to pick them out.”

His team has developed a deep learning tool to
automatically identify chicken distress calls from recordings
of intensively farmed chickens. The tool was trained using
recordings that had already been manually classified by
human experts, to determine which type of sound they
represented.

Persuading farmers to adopt the technology may be
relatively easy. Previous research by McElligott found that
distress calls made by young chicks could predict the
amount of weight gained and the number of deaths in the
whole flock during its lifetime. “Sometimes it’s difficult to
convince the farmers that have to deal with producing these
animals for a set price for supermarkets and everyone else
to adopt technology to improve their welfare,” McElligott
said. “But we've already shown that distress calls are a good
indicator of mortality and growth rates, and this new
technology is a way of (A ) the process.”
